Nebraska Aircraft Information Report  
Due On or Before February 1, 2020

January 13, 2020 (LINCOLN, NEB.) — The Nebraska Department of Revenue, Property Assessment Division, 
reminds owners, lessees, and managers of any aircraft hangar or land upon which is parked or located any aircraft 
that the Nebraska Aircraft Information Report (Report) must be filed on or before February 1 with the county 
assessor in the county where the hangar or land is located. Since February 1, 2020 falls on a Saturday in 2020, 
Nebraska Aircraft Information Reports must be filed on or before Monday, February 3, 2020.

A Report must be filed for all aircraft parked or located in the hangar or on the land as of January 1, 12:01 a.m. of 
each year.

Any owner, lessee, or manager (as described above) who fails to file the Report accurately listing all aircraft 
involved may be subject to fines.
